3. Divert, Simultaneously: When receives call fromdoor station, diverts the call to the
phone immediately.

Atthis mode, the monitor will always open the screenand show image fromdoor station
during diverted, if the monitor answers the call at this time, diverted will conclude at
once.

How to set the slave monitor address

Maximum 4 monitors can be connected in one apartment, one master monitor together
with 3 slave monitors, so you should set the address correctly.(note: must have one

The code 0f8000 is used to setthe master monitor.
